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STAR-K Kosher Certification Assists Filipino Exporters in 

Exploring Lucrative Kosher Market Niche  

It should have come as no surprise when the Philippine Department of Agriculture sponsored the 

first official Philippine Pavilion at last monthõs Kosherfest 2012, which included manufacturers of Ko-

sher-certified products derived from coconuts, bananas and processed mangoes.  Consul Gen-

eral Mario L. de Leon Jr., of the Philippine Consulate General New York, cut the ribbon at the pavil-

ion and spoke at the Interest Session provided by Kosherfest organizers. The way was paved for 

Filipino exporters of processed food to explore the lucrative niche market of Kosher -certified food 

products.  

 

Rabbi Joel Weinberger, who has headed  STAR-K Certificationõs California office since 1991, and 

covers kosher inspections in the Philippines, Pakistan, Singapore, China, Thailand, Vietnam, Indo-

nesia, Central America, in addition to the western United States, is the Kosher resource person of 

the group.  Rabbi Weinberg is no stranger to the Filipino population; he has spoken in the Philip-

pines for the Department of Trade and Industry, PHILEXPORT, and USAID -GEM for almost a decade.  

After the close of Kosherfest, Consul General de Leon hosted a reception in his New York address 

for the Department of Agriculture led Philippine contingent and prominent Kosher and Asian food 

buyers, at which  STAR-K Kosher Certificationõs President Avrom Pollak was in attendance.  òThe 

STAR-K has invested years in education and capacity building in the Philippines and this impres-

sive showing at Kosherfest validates the effort that has helped the country allow its small and me-

dium producers use kosher certification to export its fine products to the world,óô explains Rabbi 

Weinberger.ó 

 

Zaldy B. Patron, Consul of the Philippine Consulate General, commented: "I would like to con-

gratulate the Philippine delegation, led by Philippine Coconut Authority (PCA) Administrator 

Euclides Forbes, for their participation at Kosherfest 2012. By being present at the event, they were 

able to break new ground for kosher -certified products from the Philippines.   I also wish to thank 

Rabbi Joel Weinberger and the STAR -K Kosher Certification for helping our Philippine companies 

gain markets for their kosher -certified products here in the US.   The Philippine Consulate General in 

New York will be prepared to help promote these products in Northeast USA."
